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Consultation Teams Guidelines
The CIS Consultation Team meetings may be regularly scheduled or held as needed upon request of the family or family’s CIS team. This is a multi-disciplinary team that utilizes resources in the community to provide consultation services to CIS providers, with ad hoc membership as needed. In order to discuss specifics about a family, without the family present, family consent must be obtained.
The goals of this team are to strengthen implementation of CIS with a particular emphasis on: infrastructure; outreach; referral and intake; universal screening at regular intervals; multidisciplinary evaluation and assessment; integrated services planning; coordinated service delivery and transition. 
Consultation Teams recognize families are the expert on their and their child’s strengths, areas of need, and goals. Service provider’s partner with families from initial contact through transition from services.  This is evidenced by the family’s voice included in all case documentation.
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
