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Definitions
	Adjusted Age
	Adjusted Age reflects the age a premature baby would be if born on his or her due date. 

	Adoption Assistance
	Adoption Assistance is a financial assistance program for people who adopt children with special needs.  It can include imbursement of one-time adoption expenses, medical benefits, monthly payments, and the payment of special services.

	Adoption Subsidy
	Adoption Subsidy is a program that is designed to allow and encourage families to provide permanent homes for special needs children.

	Agency of Human Services (AHS)
	The Agency of Human Services (AHS) was created by the Vermont Legislature in 1969 to serve as the umbrella organization for all human service activities within the state government.

	Child Abuse Prevention Treatment Act (CAPTA)
	Federal legislation that states to establish provisions and procedures for an automatic referral to occur for children under the age of 3 who are involved in a substantiated case of child abuse or neglect.  They may also have been identified as affected by illegal substance abuse, or withdrawal symptoms resulting from prenatal drug exposure.

	Child Care Financial Assistance Program (FAP)
	Child Care Financial Assistance (formally known as child care subsidy) helps eligible families pay for the cost of child care.  Payments are made directly to child care providers.

	Child Development Division (CDD)
	The Child Development Division provides direct services for children and families that include regulating early childhood and afterschool programs; early intervention services; information, resource and referral for families; parent education and family support services.

	Children’s Integrated Services (CIS)
	Children’s Integrated Services (CIS) is a resource for pregnant or postpartum women and families with children from birth to age six.

	Child Safety Plan
	Child Safety Plan is a plan that is created to ensure a child’s safety within their home as a result of a report made to The Family Services Division.

	Children’s Integrated Services Client
	A Children’s Integrated Services client may be a child, pregnant woman, woman up to 2 months post-partum, a child care program or child-serving agency receiving consultation or education from CIS.

	Children’s Integrated Services (CIS) Coordinator
	The CIS Coordinator provides leadership to the regions CIS system of care in all aspects of the systems development, service delivery, professional development, financing, data collection and evaluation for the CIS the following services (Early Intervention, Family Support, Nursing, Specialized Child Care and Early Childhood and Family Mental Health).

	Department for Children and Families (DCF)
	The Vermont Department for Children and Families (DCF) provides a wide array of programs and services, including adoption & foster care, child care, child development, child protection, child support, disability determination, and economic benefits such as 3SquaresVT, fuel assistance, and health insurance.

	Dr. Dynasaur
	Dr. Dynasaur is a State benefit program that provides free or low-cost health coverage for children under the age of 18 and pregnant women.  Eligibility based on household income and family size.

	Early Childhood and Family Mental Health (ECFMH)
	Early Childhood and Family Mental Health Program is Prevention, promotion, and early intervention with a mental health focus on serving young children and families.

	Early Intervention (EI)
	Early Intervention are Services available for children birth to age 3 that have a disability or are at risk for a developmental delay.

	Educational Services Surrogate
	Educational Services Surrogate is a surrogate parent who is appointed by the Agency of Education (AOE) to serve as a child’s advocate in the educational decision-making process, or early intervention decision-making process, in place of the child’s parent or guardian.

	Family Support
	Family Support is support for needed medical, social, educational and other services to promote optimal early childhood health and development.

	Hewlett-Packard Enterprise System (HPES)
	Hewlett-Packard Enterprise System is a Contractor who processes Vermont’s Medicaid claims, Part C, and Payor of Last Resort (POLR) payments/claims.

	Housing Support
	The Office of Economic Opportunity (OEO) supports housing assistance programs, emergency homeless shelters, and services throughout the state.

	Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA)
	The Individuals with Disabilities Education Act was enacted by Congress in 1975 to ensure that children with disabilities have the opportunity to receive developmental services for:  children birth to age three, and free appropriate public education for children ages 3 through 21.

	Individualized Education Plan (IEP)
	The Individualized Education Plan is part of Part B, special education school-based plan of service.

	Jump on Board for Success (JOBS)
	Jump on Board for Success is a program assisting youth and young adults ages 16-21, who suffer from mental health issues to secure employment, and aid their transition into the workplace.

	Lead Education Authority / Supervisory Union (LEA/SU)
	The lead agency in education is for all youth not in state custody, and the concerns are primarily educational.

	Medicaid
	Medicaid provides free or low-cost coverage for low-income children, youth younger than 21, parents, pregnant women, caretaker relatives, and people who are blind or disabled.  Eligibility is base on income and resources (e.g. cash, bank accounts, etc.).

	Medicare
	Medicare is a national social insurance program, administered by the U.S. federal government that guarantees access to health insurance for Americans ages 65 and older and younger people with disabilities.

	Nursing Support
	Support for medical/health issues related to children birth to age six (as well as pregnant/pregnant post-partum women).

	IFSP/One Plan
	The One Plan is a document used to help determine the needs of the child and family; help set goals and measure outcomes for children and families and identify community resources.

	Part B
	Part B of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) provides services to students age 3 up to 21 who meet the states definition of a developmental delay or who have a diagnosed condition that might result in a development delay.

	Part C
	Part C of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) provides services to children birth to three who meet the states definition and who are experiencing a developmental delay or who have a diagnosed condition that may result in a developmental delay.

	Payer of Last Resort (POLR)
	Payer of Last Resort (POLR) is Part C funding that pays for therapeutic Early Intervention services not covered by private insurance, Medicaid, Children with Special Health needs (CHSN).

	Private Health Insurance
	Private health insurance is a type of plan that is either owned by the individual, offered through an employer, or as part of a government-sponsored program.

	Reach Up/ESD (Economic Services Division)
	Reach Up helps families with children by providing Financial assistance for basic needs and services that support work and self-sufficiency.

	
Respite Care
	Respite care is care by an individual or family who is not the child’s regular caregiver, intended to provide caregivers with temporary relief from the demands of caring for a child with special needs.

	Service Coordinator
	A service coordinator assists in supporting pregnant, postpartum women, families and children in the coordination of their services in the One Plan.

	Service Provider
	The individual(s) charged with a provision of service within the CIS One Plan.

	State Benefit Program
	Variety of services and supports to help assist families These include, but may not be limited to; 3 Squares VT, Emergency/General Assistance, Energy Assistance, Reach-Up, Health Care and Child Care.

	Title IV-E
	Title IV-E is a Federal Adoption Assistance and Child Welfare Act (Public Law 96-272). The law created new sources of funding under Title IV-E of the Child Welfare Act for the placement of children from needy families. Title IV-E also guarantees Medicaid for all eligible children and requires certain protection for children, such as reasonable efforts to prevent placement and regular review of case plans.

	Title V
	Title V is supplemental security income benefits under title XVI of the Social Security Act or disability or blindness payments under titles I, II, X, XIV, or XVI of the Social Security Act.

	Women, infant, and children(WIC)
	Women, Infant, and Children is a federal assistance program of the Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) of the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) for healthcare and nutrition of low-income pregnant women, breastfeeding women, and infants and children under the age of 5.
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
